Homework 2
Selection, Feather and Gradients
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Use the selection tools in Photoshop to delete the background from the Detroit skyline and place a gradient behind it by following the instructions below. 



Create a working Photoshop document that is 796 x 600 pixels, 72 dpi, transparent, RGB.

Open the source file named DetroitSkyline_Source.jpg. Drag it in to your working document. Close the source file.
In the working document, size the skyline image to fit. (Use Ctrl-T keys)
Edit the background out of the photo using the magic wand tool, the shift key (which adds to a selection) and the delete key.

Do a 1 pixel feather to soften the harsh edges of the buildings. (To Feather: select transparent portion of image, from menu bar, go to select > feather, put in 1 and hit OK, then hit the delete key)
Deselect your marching ants (Ctrl-D). Always deselect when you are done with your selection.
Create a new gradient using no less than three colors. 
Save the gradient as alien gradient in the gradients palette.

Rename Layer 1 gradient background.

Implement your gradient on the gradient background layer.
Create a new layer, move it above all the other layers and name it box. 

On the box layer, create a box at the bottom of the image like the sample given. Fill the box with a color selected from your gradient. 

Select the type tool, change the color and put the text Detroit Alien Sky in the middle of the box. Change font and size to fill box.
Save the file as a Photoshop document called Gradient_[your name].psd.

Do not flatten the file. Make sure you save it as a .psd. I need a layered file to grade.
Turn the Gradient_[your name].psd file in to the H: drive at the beginning of class, Week 3.
