You are going to create three different layouts for a bank, MichBank. You will 
use the same logo, navigation and images to create three very different layouts:

One in the Inverted L Layout


One in a Grid Layout


One in a Banded Layout

You are to take all of the information in the Project1.zip file (the images in the image folder, the logo and the navigation text) and use it to create your layouts. You will incorporate the navigation, the design structure and the images in to each layout.

This assignment is only concerned with the layout structure of the Web site, not the content areas.

Never flatten your files, I must have layered files to grade and critique.

Images must be appropriate for the educational setting.

All elements must be included in each layout.

Name each file with the layout name and your name, for example:

Week 4, Inverted L Layout Critique 1: bring in your work on the Inverted L layout to show for critique. This is not the final product but your work should show all of the elements in place based on the layout. All of the elements must be present on the layout in order for us to critique it.

Week 5, Grid and Banded Layout Critique 2: bring in your work on the Grid and Banded layout to show for critique. These are not the final products but your work should show all of the elements in place based on the layout type. All of the elements must be present on the layout in order for us to critique it. 

Week 6, your Project 1 is due. Bring in the three completed .psds of your layouts. These are what I will use for grading. They have to meet the criteria for each layout and reflect the incorporation of critique comments. They must be well designed and have all the elements given for the assignment in place.

Critiques

To receive credit for a critique you must come to class prepared to show your 
work. You must have enough done for the class to talk about and show significant progress. You must also participate in the discussion portion of the critique. 

I will grade on how well you display your knowledge of the tools in Photoshop you have learned so far and how you have used them to create your layouts. You need to show proficiency in the skills you have learned. You will also be graded on how well you incorporate the design principles listed above. Any item on this instruction sheet can be used as a grading point.
